
o What experience follows the new life in Christ? 

 o All sins of past forgiven and covered (Romans 3:24,25).   

Jesus lives in us (Revelation 3:20; Ephesians 3:17; Galatians 2:20), and 

the righteousness of the law is fulfilled "in" us by Jesus 

(Romans 8:3,4). 

 o We are new creatures, new desires, ambitions, and 

direction of life (2 Corinthians  5:17). 

o Power is given us to do all things necessary for salvation    

(Phil. 4:13). 

 o I know I am converted, forgiven and cleansed when I have 

done my part, not because I feel it, but because He 

promised it and never fails to keep His word (I John 1:9). 

Have you experienced the New Birth?  This is the only question that really 

counts in the end (Matthew 16:26). 
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The Seal of God will be placed on the foreheads of His believers.

The Mark of the beast will be placed on the forehead or the hand.

When canning fruit: 

1. The fruit is peeled and cleansed.  Only the good is placed in a 

clean jar 

2. The lid is placed on the jar, but not tighten

5. The lids are then tightened and allowed to cool down.   

6. The cooling creates a suction that seals the lid on the jar
